What is a Christian identity crisis?

• When my inner convictions about myself and 
my role are incongruent with God’s thoughts 
about me and my role.



Matt 12 v 34 Out of the overflow of the heart 
the mouth speaks.

Prov 23 v 7 As a man thinks in his heart, so 
is he.  

(Message: … as he thinks within himself, so 
he is.)



• Often, there is an unintentional 
incongruence between God’s image of 
me and mine.



Kris Valotton:

Wrong thoughts undermine the love of 
the Bridegroom and ultimately produce 
behaviour that denies who we are, 
since we were made in the image of our 
loving Creator.  Evil spirits are the 
ultimate body snatchers.



NEW MAN REALITIES



1John 4 v 14, 15 If anyone acknowledges that 
Jesus is the Son of God, God lives in him 
and he in God.  And so we know and rely 
on the love God has for us.

1  God Himself is in me and with me, 24/7, 
and I can stake everything in my life on 

His love for me



2  Nothing satisfies my deepest 
desires like the presence of God, and 

intimacy with Him
Ps 103 v 5 … satisfies your desires with good things

Phil 3 v 8 I consider everything a loss compared to the 
surpassing greatness of knowing Christ Jesus my 
Lord…

John 15 v 9 I’ve loved you the way my Father has loved 
me.  Make yourselves at home in My love (Message)



3  I have an innate bent to make God 
recognisable through who I am and 

how I act

Ephesians 4:24 … put on the new self, created 
to be like God in true righteousness and 
holiness.



4  The power and favour of God is behind me 
on an intensely personal level and can be 
released through me at any time for His 

glory
• Phil 4 v 13 I can do everything through him who gives 

me strength.

• 2 Cor 2 14 Thanks be to God, who always leads us in 
triumphal procession in Christ and through us spreads 
everywhere the fragrance of the knowledge of Him.
